	Admission to the program is in accordance with the Georgian Legislation. Applicants must meet the following requirements and critiria:  
Hold a Master's or equivalent academic degree.
Knowledge of one of the following foreign language (English, French, German, Russian) - B2 level - applicants must pass an admission foreign language test at the GTU language center or submit the relevant international certificate verifying the knowledge. Applicant who has received education abroad (studied in foreign language) are not required to take an exam or present certificate. Have interview in a specialty. 
The priority will be given to the candidate with scientific publications; participation in scientific conferences.

Program Description 
	The program is composed by ECTS system, 1 credit consists of 25 hours, which includes both contact and independent working hours. The credit division is described in the program curriculum. Doctoral Education Program Scheme is available on the University website:

The regular length of the program is 3 years (6 semesters) and consists of 180 credits. Teaching components – 60, credit and research component 120 credits. 
The first academic year lasts for 2 semestrs and consists of 60 credits, each semester - 30 credits. Out of 60 credits - 30 are for study courses, and another 30 -  for the research. During the first semester, doctoral student studies obligatory study courses - 10 credits and optional courses which consist of  20.  Beside this, during the first semester the doctoral student prepares - Dissertation Research project - Prospectus-1, which concists of  10 credits. During the second semester, doctoral student studies obligatory study courses - 10 credits and  obtional courses 20 credits, also prepares - Dissertation Research project - Prospectus-2, which also is 20 credits.
The second academic year   lasts for 2 semestrs and consists of 60 credits, which include -  2 thematic seminars (study components) and two theoretical / experimental research colloquium (research components).  In the first semester, PhD student prepares the first thematic seminar -15 credits and theoretical / experimental research colloquium -1 – 15 credits. In the second semester, PhD student prepares the second thematic seminar -15 credits and theoretical / experimental research colloquium -2 also  – 15 credits.
The third academic year lasts for 2 semestrs and consists of 60 credits, the first semester  - student writes/prepares theoretical / experimental research colloquium - 3, which according to the program description consists of 30 credints. As for the second semester, it is entirely dedicated to completing and defending the dissertation topic, which is also - 30 credits.
The doctoral student prepares two thematic seminars according to the description  of educational program scheme time frame. The thematic seminar assessment criteria are given on the University website:

The seminar defense of the doctoral candidate and the work itself is evaluated by a commission of 5-9 members, which is completed by the faculty dean based on the submission of the head of the academic department. The members of the commission team are approved by order issued of the faculty.
During the first and second semester doctoral student prepares 2 dissertation research project-prospectuses, which are assessed by scientific supervisor.  During the third, fourth and fifth semesters student has to prepare/write theoretical / experimental research colloquium -3, which expresses the results of the survey conducted by the doctoral student. The criteria for theoretical / experimental research colloquium assessment are on the University:

The main and most important part of the research component is the preparation and defense of the dissertation/PhD thesis. It expresses and reveals the new scientifically proved results of curried research done by a PhD student and solves the significant scientific promlem. The student presents his/her thesis to the dissertation board consisting of 7-9 experts of the given field. Study course consists of one or several below written methods, according to the certain course outcomes.  As for the teaching and learning methods of a particular course, they are described in the course syllabus.
· Discussions / debates –One of the most common methods of interactive teaching. Discussion process increases the quality and activity of student engagement. Discussions can turn into debate, this process is not limited with the questions asked by the teacher. It develops a student's ability to prove and justify his/her opinion.
·  Problem-Based Teaching (PBL) - The method uses a specific problem at the initial stage of new knowledge and integration process.
· Eurasitic method –It is based on the gradual solution of the certain task. This process is carried out by means of independently observing facts and seeing links between them.
· Analysis method– It helps to dissolve the whole unit of study material into small integrative particles. It gives simplified detailed coverage of existing individual issues within the problem.  
·  Writing method– Means the following types of activities: writing abstracts, theses or essays, etc.
· Explanatory method–It is based on the discussion of the issue. The professor provides a certain example of the material content, which is discussed in detail within the frame of the topic.
· Action-oriented teaching - Requires active involvement of the professor and student in the teaching process, here is highlighted and concerned practical interpretation of the theoretical material.
· Inductive method - Identifies such kind of subject knowledge form, where the process of thinking is moving from private to specifics, facts are directed to generalization, it means that during the explanation the process is aimed from certain point to the general. 
·  Deductive method - Defines such kind of any subject knowledge impact, which presents the logical process of finding new knowledge based on general one, it means that process is aimed from the general to certain point.  
· Etc.
